Minister’s Message A weekly thought from our 
senior minister, Jason Locke 

A s I discussed last week in my 
sermon on the millennial 

reign of Christ, tension exists be-
tween two seemingly polar oppo-
sites. Human responsibility and 
divine sovereignty appear to be in 
conflict. Are we as humans respon-
sible for building the kingdom of 
God? Or is it ultimately up to God 
to take care of things? 
 The answer quite simply is yes. 
We have been given the task of 
living under the Lordship of Christ. 
As we follow Jesus, we are to in-
clude others in this work. And in so 
doing, we are to build a communi-
ty that reflects the care, fairness, 
unity, submission and holiness of 
God. This is our work. No Christian 
ought to abdicate their role. 
 We also recognize, however, 
that our power is limited. We fol-

low Jesus. We work. 
We seek to embody 
the qualities and high 
standards of God. But 
we fall short. We need 
God to step in and 
provide what only God 
can do. 
 The good news is that we partner 
with God. Paul writes, “For we are 
God’s fellow laborers, working togeth-
er” (1 Cor 3:9). You aren’t just a serv-
ant. You’re co-workers with God! 
 In other words, you are part of 
God’s team. It’s a mystery as to why 
God chooses to partner with us, but 
it is a truth. You don’t just work on 
God’s behalf. You work with God. 
 So ask yourself, “What is God 
wanting to accomplish with me? 
What unique project are we working 
on with the Lord of the universe?” 

And I heard a loud 
voice from the 
throne saying, 
“Look! God’s 

dwelling place is 
now among the 

people, and he will 
dwell with them. 
They will be his 
people, and God 
himself will be 

with them and be 
their God. He will 

wipe every tear 
from their eyes. 
There will be no 
more death or 

mourning or cry-
ing or pain, for the 
old order of things 
has passed away.”

Where Do We Go from Here?  
A Message from the Elders

 July 16-22 
Thank you to all those who made 
food donations for camp. We’ve 
collected everything we need.  
Registered campers and staff need 
to be sure that all camp fees and 
forms are turned in ASAP. Thanks! 

A bout one year ago, the elders changed our adult education program 
from shepherding groups to classes. This change had been suggest-

ed to the elders by many people over a long period of time. After months 
of prayer and discussion, the elders made the decision for the following 
reasons: 
a. Our concern over our Bible education program. The question proposed 
to us was, “Do we know as much about our God and His Word as we as a 
church once did?” 
b. The desire by many to get to know people in this congregation who 
they see at worship but nowhere else. Having rotating classes was seen 
as a way to get to know each other and develop closer ties with one an-
other. 
c. We elders wanted to get to know and serve more people than those in 
our shepherding group. We saw this as a way to visit and get to know 
people with whom we were only acquainted. 
 The change was intended to bring us closer together. Many people 
welcomed it but many did not. Instead of helping, this decision has be-
come a source of pain. Our intentions were good but we see that even 
well intended ideas can hurt people. To you who were hurt, we apologize. 
 We have to ask ourselves, “What are we here for? What is our purpose 
and goal?” We believe Jesus gave us our purpose in saying, “Therefore go 
and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them... and teaching them 
everything I have commanded you.” We believe He gave us our goal in 
the command “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all 
your soul and with all your mind.” And, “Love your neighbor as yourself.” 
With all our hearts, we want to fulfill this purpose and goal. We want to 
bring God’s comfort, His love and His message to as many as we can both 
in the church and in our neighborhood. 
 There is a time set aside, August 13 and 20, for us to pray, share and 
learn from each other. So many of you have talents and ideas that we el-
ders do not know about. We want your input. Jesus said, “I came not to 
be served, but to serve, and give my life as a ransom for many.” Individu-
ally, we may not know how to serve the needs we all see, but we can learn 
to do so together. “Our Father in Heaven, please guide us!” Amen.
