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We have many prayer con-

cerns in our church and ex-
tended families. While a big church
family like ours always has lots of
needs, there are also good reports
from folks who have needed our
prayers. In these cases, God has
answered our prayers favorably,
and we give thanks.

Why do we pray for people who
are undergoing difficulty? ThereG
discussion within our broader soci-
ety about whether we should
Qend prayersoout for those who
have experienced tragedy or who
are facing a crisis. Is there anything
wrong with offering to pray?

The reason this often comes
across poorly is that the words can
