Y our generosity in meeting our

 Our weekly average tends to dip 
during the summer months, as was 
the case this year. If everyone 
steps back up and gives generously 
through the end of year, we should 
be in good financial shape. Thank 
you for carefully considering your 
own weekly or monthly gifts. 
 Father Gregory Boyle, the well-
known Christian leader and com-
munity activist from Los Angeles, 
has many convicting stories and 
lessons to share. He especially 
speaks up for those who are in 
poverty or who get drawn into 
gangs. Boyle says that we ought to 
try to understand the difficult bur-

dens people carry 
instead of judging 
how they carry their 
burdens. This is a 
beautiful vision of 
how Jesus wants us 
to serve. 
 Many people 
want to go on the attack against 
what they see as a broken world 
that’s way off track. One early church 
leader, Bernard of Clairvaux, told the 
parable of the scepter and the hoe. 
The kingly scepter symbolizes power 
and pride. The hoe signifies service 
and humility. He concluded by say-
ing, “Learn the lesson that, if you are 
to do the work of a prophet, what 
you need is not a scepter but a hoe.” 
In order for the church to fulfill her 
prophetic role in our world, we need 
to take up the hoe and get to work.

Ministerȭs Message 

T 
he youth group is in the middle of a series called 
“The Bible Doesn’t Say That!” Here we have ex-
plored some areas where people have errone-
ously dragged on mixed and twisted verses or 

passages through (only God knows how many) years. The 
whole point behind this series is to teach the youth that 
they cannot rely on short image quotes and feel-good 
doctrine in politics, social media, current trends or at 
school to teach them truths about God. They need to dig 
into the scriptures themselves! 
 Last week we explored the prosperity gospel. We 
looked at how biblically inaccurate, subtle and sneaky the doctrine is. We 
saw that it mirrors the temptation of Jesus by Satan in scripture. Satan 
always tempts with the “right here, right now”, materialistic and worldly 
desires and wants. Satan tempted with economic, religious, and political 
temptations that are in stark contrast with “Seek first the kingdom” as 
does the prosperity gospel. We have to be on our guard from using God 
as if He were some genie in a bottle.  
 Next week we will be exploring “Do not judge others” where a spot in 
scripture has been manipulated to inevitably accept sin and cast down 
open mouths. In fact, “Thou shall not judge” has become one of the most 
quoted commandments- even though it doesn’t exist! We are being 
pulled from a righteous and moral “line in the sand” and pushed to be-
lieve the word “judge” actually means “uncomfortable intolerance”.  
 I hope these series will help our youth to think twice when they hear 

something that is meant to sound biblical, make one “feel good” and be 

embarrassed to express the godly truth. I hope that they grow to investi-

gate on their own. If you will, help me in that prayer over our youth.
